Photo 1: Performance Ticket Stub

If a ticket stub cannot be provided, students must submit photos taken at the event
venue. The photos must clearly show the student together with the event backdrop or
other proof indicating participation and the event date.

In addition, a 200-300 word reflective statement must be submitted as supporting

documentation.

Photo 2: One Photo of the Student at the Event Venue

The photo must be taken on-site and clearly show the student.

It may be a photo with the event promotional poster or a photo of the student holding
the ticket stub.

Score Calculation:

This certification accounts for 10% of the semester’s total Arts credit grade.
Static certification: 5 points
